e Council must decide whether or not to proceed with the project by provisionally adopting the
engineer’s report by by-law; they also have the option to refer the report back to the engineer for
modifications;

o All property owners affected by the drain will have an opportunity to influence council’s decision;
and,

e There is no right to appeal assessments or other aspects of the engineer’s report at this

meeting; these appeal rights will be made available later in the procedure. Drainage Act, R.S.O.
1990, s. 47-54.
