The Castle was home to the Livingston family until 1988
when the home and furnishings were sold at auction.

In 1993 Township of Wilmot Council took the bold step
to purchase the Castle to house the administration
offices and turned the Castle into a museum. In 1994,

Castle Kilbride was named a National Historic Site.
